THE SUBJECT PROPERTY IS IDENTIFIED ON THE FAIRFAX COUNTY TAX ASSESSMENT MAP 30—3—((28)) PARCELS 5, 6, 8, AND B4 AND IS
LOCATED AT THE SOUTH EAST QUADRANT OF CHAIN BRIDGE ROAD AND ANDERSON ROAD (ROUTE 3946). THE PROPERTY IS BOUNDED
BY ANDERSON ROAD TO THE NORTH, EXISTING COMMERCIAL DEVELOPMENT TO THE SOUTH AND WEST, AND TO THE EAST. THE EXISTING

AT THIS POINT THE DRAINAGE AREA FROM THE DIRECTION OF THE SITE IS APPROXIMATELY 100 ACRES. FROM HERE THE STORMWATER
FLOWS FOR APPROXIMATELY 600 FEET TO THE POINT OF CONFLUENCE — STUDY POINT A’ (FLOODPLAIN DRAINAGE AREA GREATER THAN
1 SQUARE MILE).

AS CAN BE SEEN ON THE ACCOMPANYING DRAINAGE MAP ON THIS PAGE, STUDY POINT 'A’ REPRESENTS A DRAINAGE AREA OF GREATER
THAN 640 AC (1 SQUARE MILE) AND THEREFORE THE OUTFALL DESCRIPTION SHALL STOP AT POINT, JUST PRIOR TO SCOTTS RUN
PASSING UNDER THE DULLES AIRPORT ACCESS ROAD (DAAR).
