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SPECIAL PERMIT AMENDMENT REQUEST 
 
The applicant is seeking an amendment to SP 2006-MA-024 to permit a home child 
care facility for up to 10 children; the special permit amendment request seeks to 
increase the permitted number of children from 10 to 12 on-site at any one time. A more 
detailed description of the proposal is provided on page two. 
 
A copy of the special permit amendment plat, titled “’Juan De Dios’ Daycare,” prepared 
by the applicant, Norma Vidaurre, on February 12, 2015, is included in the front of the 
staff report. Copies of the proposed development conditions, the statement of 
justification with select file photographs, and the affidavit are contained in Appendices 1 
through 3, repectively. 
 
 

CHARACTER OF THE SITE AND SURROUNDING AREA 
 
The site is developed with a two-story single-family detached dwelling. A concrete 
driveway extends from Mason Ridge Drive to an attached one car garage. A walkway 
leads from the driveway to a covered porch entrance, which serves as the main entry of 
the home. A walkway is located along the southern portion of the dwelling, which 
provides access to the child care entrance. There is a deck located on the side of the 
home along with an attached three-tiered deck located in the rear of the dwelling; the 
home child care mainly utilize this decked area for outdoor play space. Additional 
outdoor play area is located in the open space located in the westernmost portion of the 
rear yard. A shed 8.5 feet in height is also present in the rear yard.

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The property is located south of Columbia Pike and the Mason District Governmental 
Center. The subject property and the surrounding properties to the north, east, and 
south are zoned R-2 and developed with single-family detached dwellings. The 
properties to the west are zoned R-3 and are also developed with single-family 
detached dwellings. 
 
 

BACKGROUND  

Fairfax County Tax Records indicate that the dwelling was constructed in 1960 and 
purchased by the current owner in 2013. The applicant rents the dwelling and has been 
conducting a home child care here since 2005. 
 
On October 3, 2006, the Board of Zoning Appeals approved SP 2006-MA-024 to permit 
a home child care for up to 10 children on-site at any one time. A copy of this approval 
and the development conditions is included in Appendix 4. 
 
Between March 2011 and April of 2015, the provider had been observed by the Virginia 
Department of Social Services to be caring for more than 10 children and employing 
more than one assistant as permitted by her Special Permit. This resulted in the 
issuance of a Notice of Violation (NOV) on April 23, 2015. A copy of the NOV is 
included in Appendix 5. 
 
With permission from the applicant, staff from the Zoning Evaluation Division placed the 
subject SPA on indefinite deferral until the applicant could resolve her NOV by proving 
to the Department of Code Compliance and the Department of Social Services that she 
could abide by the restrictions of the Special Permit for the span of one year. Since April 
of 2015, the applicant has been observed on four occasions by both of the 
aforementioned departments caring for no more than ten children with one assistant 
present. Thus, the NOV has been resolved through compliance. 
 
Based on County records, no similar cases were found to be located in the immediate 
surrounding area. 
 
 

DESCRIPTION OF THE PROPOSED USE 
 
The applicant requests approval of a special permit amendment for a home child care 
facility for up to 12 children on-site at any one time, with two assistants. The hours of 
operation are from 6:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m., Monday through Saturday. The applicant 
has staggered drop-off and pick-up times for the children which currently occurs in the 
driveway. The driveway can accommodate six cars at a time. There is also ample 
parking provided on-street, directly in front of the house. Currently, there is only one 
assistant but the applicant is requesting two.   
 
The applicant currently cares for ten children and she holds a current Family Day Home 
License, valid through April 16, 2017, from the Commonwealth of Virginia, Department 
of Social Services.  The license permits a capacity of ten children, birth through 12

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years, 11 months of age. A copy of the license is included as Appendix 4.  
 
The home child care facility is operated in the basement of the dwelling, which consists 
of two play rooms, a library and media room, and a sleeping area. The applicant 
received approved finalized building permits on June 26, 2015 for the finished 
basement. The napping area has adequate emergency egress through two emergency 
egress windows. 
 
The children and parents enter through the walkout entrance to the basement. As 
previously discussed, outdoor play time takes place on the rear deck area, which 
received all final permits and inspections (see Appendix 8). Additional outdoor play area 
is located beyond the deck in the rear yard.

On-Site Parking and Site Circulation  
 

The site can accommodate up to six vehicles: one vehicle inside the garage and six 
vehicles in the driveway. The applicant has one car present during the hours of 
operation, and the assistant is dropped off on-site. Therefore, six driveway spaces are 
available for drop-off and pick-up of children.  
 
Vehicular access to the site is provided from Mason Ridge Drive. As previously 
discussed, the parents and children enter the home child care at the side of the dwelling 
through the walk-out basement.  
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Zoning Inspection Branch Report (Appendix 8) 
 

The Zoning Inspections Branch report is included in Appendix 8. During the site visit, it 
was determined that the driveway had been enlarged since the initial Special Permit 
application approval, and it exceeded the 30 percent front yard coverage limitation. The 
applicant has since reduced the driveway coverage to be within this requirement and to 
match the previously-approved driveway configuration. In addition, a shed was found to 
be 9 feet, 10 inches in height; the applicant has since lowered this shed to comply with 
the 8.5 foot requirement. Outdoor storage was observed, mainly a deconstructed 
hottub; this has also been removed from the premises. Minor violations, including a 
broken gate latch and missing blank inserts in the electrical panel, have also since been 
corrected. Photos of these corrected violations are included in Appendix 9. 
 
One outstanding item remains for the applicant to address, which involves an area not 
utilized by the home child care. The mechanical room contains a wetbar with a sink 
located too close to the electrical panel, as well as cabinets and a drop ceiling too close 
to a water heater and HVAC. Staff has requested that the applicant correct this mistake 
prior to the public hearing; at the time of publication of the Staff Report, staff has not 
received evidence confirming that this change has been made. The applicant has 
indicated that this work is in progress and will be completed prior to the public hearing 
date.

SPA 2006-MA-024 
 

September 28, 2016 
 

If it is the intent of the Board of Zoning Appeals to approve SPA 2006-MA-024 located 
at Tax Map 61-3 ((15)) 59 to amend SP 2006-MA-024 previously approved for a home 
child care facility to permit an increase in the number of children pursuant to Section 
8-305 of the Fairfax County Zoning Ordinance, staff recommends that the Board 
condition the approval by requiring conformance with the following development 
conditions. 
 
1. This approval is granted to the applicant, Norma Vidaurre “Juan De Dios” 

Daycare, only, and is not transferable without further action of the Board, and is 
for the location indicated on the application, 4106 Mason Ridge Court, and is not 
transferable to other land.   
 

2. This special permit amendment is granted only for the home child care use 
indicated on the plat entitled, “’Juan De Dios’ Daycare,” prepared by the 
applicant, Norma Vidaurre, on February 12, 2015, and approved with this 
application, as qualified by these development conditions.   
 

3. A copy of this Special Permit Amendment shall be posted in a conspicuous place 
on the property and be made available to all departments of the County of Fairfax 
during the hours of operation of the home child care facility. 
 

4. All pick-up and drop-off activities shall occur in the applicant’s driveway.  
 

5. The hours of operation of the home child care facility shall be limited to 7:00 a.m. 
to 10:00 p.m., Monday through Saturday.  
 

6. The dwelling that contains the child care facility shall be the primary residence of 
the applicant. 
 

7. Excluding the applicant’s own children, the maximum number of children on site 
at any one time shall not exceed twelve. 
 

8. A maximum of two non-resident employees, whether paid or not for their 
services, may be involved in the home child care facility, limited to the hours of 
7:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m., Monday through Friday.  
 

9. There shall be no signage associated with the home child care facility. 
 

10. Any portions of the dwelling associated with the home child care facility that are 
used as children’s sleeping or rest areas shall be located in a room with an 
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operable exterior window, door, or similar device that provides for a means of 
escape and access for rescue in the event of an emergency. Such emergency 
escape shall be of the dimension and side specified by the Virginia Uniform 
Statewide Building Code.  
 

11. The approval of the use is contingent upon maintenance of a state-issued family 
day home license that permits the number and ages of children being cared for at 
the home child care facility limited to pre-school aged children. 

 
12. The child care facility shall be operated in accordance with Chapter 30 of the 

County Code, entitled “Minimum Private School and Child Care Facility 
Standards.”  
 

 
This approval, contingent upon the above-noted conditions, shall not relieve the 
applicant from compliance with the provisions of any applicable ordinances, regulations 
or adopted standards. 
 
Pursuant to Sect. 8-015 of the Zoning Ordinance, this special permit shall take effect 
upon adoption of a resolution of approval by the Board of Zoning Appeals.

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8-006 General Standards  
In addition to the specific standards set forth hereinafter with regard to 
particular special permit uses, all special permit uses shall satisfy the following 
general standards: 

1. The proposed use at the specified location shall be in harmony with the
adopted comprehensive plan.

2. The proposed use shall be in harmony with the general purpose and intent
of the applicable zoning district regulations.

3. The proposed use shall be such that it will be harmonious with and will not
adversely affect the use or development of neighboring properties in
accordance with the applicable zoning district regulations and the adopted
comprehensive plan.  The location, size and height of buildings,
structures, walls and fences, and the nature and extent of screening,
buffering and landscaping shall be such that the use will not hinder or
discourage the appropriate development and use of adjacent or nearby
land and/or buildings or impair the value thereof.

4. The proposed use shall be such that pedestrian and vehicular traffic
associated with such use will not be hazardous or conflict with the existing
and anticipated traffic in the neighborhood.

5. In addition to the standards which may be set forth in this Article for a
particular group or use, the BZA shall require landscaping and screening
in accordance with the provisions of Article 13.

6. Open space shall be provided in an amount equivalent to that specified for
the zoning district in which the proposed use is located.

7. Adequate utility, drainage, parking, loading and other necessary facilities
to serve the proposed use shall be provided.  Parking and loading
requirements shall be in accordance with the provisions of Article 11.

8. Signs shall be regulated by the provisions of Article 12; however, the BZA,
under the authority presented in Sect. 007 below, may impose more strict
requirements for a given use than those set forth in this Ordinance.
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8-303 Standards for all Group 3 Uses 

 
In addition to the general standards set forth in Sect. 006 above, all Group 3 
special permit uses shall satisfy the following standards: 

 
1. Except as may be qualified in the following Sections, all uses shall comply 

with the lot size and bulk regulations of the zoning district in which located; 
however, subject to the provisions of Sect. 9-607, the maximum building 
height for a Group 3 use may be increased. 
 

2. All uses shall comply with the performance standards specified for the 
zoning district in which located. 

 
3. Before establishment, all uses, including modifications or alterations to 

existing uses, except home child care facilities, shall be subject to the 
provisions of Article 17, Site Plans. 

 
 

8-305  Additional Standards for Home Child Care Facilities 
 

1. The number of children that may be cared for in a home child care facility 
may exceed the number of children permitted under Par. 6A of Sect. 10-
103, but in no event shall the maximum number of children permitted at 
any one time exceed twelve (12), excluding the provider’s own children. 
The BZA may also allow more than one nonresident person to be involved 
with the use. Except as described above, home child care facilities shall 
also be subject to the use limitations of Par. 6 of Sect. 10-103. 
 

2. The BZA shall review access to the site and all existing and/or proposed 
parking, including but not limited to the availability of on-street parking 
and/or alternative drop off and pick up areas located in proximity to the 
use, to determine if such parking is sufficient. The BZA may require the 
provision of additional off-street parking spaces based on the maximum 
number of vehicles expected to be on site at any one time and such 
parking shall be in addition to the requirement for the dwelling unit. 

 
3. The provisions of Article 13 shall not apply to home child care facilities, 

however, the BZA may require the provision of landscaping and screening 
based on the specifics of each application. 

 
 
 
 



  
 
 

4. Notwithstanding Par. 2 of Sect. 011 above, all applications shall be 
accompanied by ten (10) copies of a plan drawn to scale. The plan, which 
may be prepared by the applicant, shall contain the following information: 
 
A. The dimensions, boundary lines and area of the lot or parcel. 

 
B. The location, dimensions and height of any building, structure or 

addition, whether existing or proposed. 
 

C. The distance from all property lines to the existing or proposed 
building, structure or addition, shown to the nearest foot. 

 
D. The dimensions and size of all outdoor recreation space and the 

location of such space in relation to all lot lines. 
 

5. All such uses shall be subject to the regulations of Chapter 30 of The 
Code or Title 63.2, Chapter 17 of the Code of Virginia. 

 
10-103 Use Limitations 
 

6. The following use limitations shall apply to home child care facilities: 
 
A. The maximum number of children permitted at any one time shall be 

as follows: 
 

(1) Seven (7) when such facility is located in a single family 
detached dwelling. 

(2) Five (5) when such facility is located in a single family 
attached, multiple family or mobile home dwelling. 
 

The maximum number of children specified above shall not include the 
provider's own children. 

 
B. A home child care facility shall be operated by the licensed or 

permitted home child care provider within the dwelling that is the 
primary residence of such provider, and except for emergency 
situations, such provider shall be on the premises while the home child 
care facility is in operation.  Notwithstanding the above, a substitute 
care provider may operate a home child care facility in the absence of 
the provider for a maximum of 240 hours per calendar year. 
 

C. There shall be no exterior evidence, including signs, that the property 
is used in any way other than as a dwelling, except that play 



equipment and other accessory uses and structures permitted by this 
Part shall be allowed. 

D. In addition to the persons who use the dwelling as their primary 
residence, one (1) nonresident person, whether paid or not for their 
services, may be involved in the home child care use on the property, 
provided that there is only one (1) such person on the property at any 
one time and the hours of such attendance shall be limited to 7:00 AM 
to 6:00 PM, Monday through Friday. 

E. Notwithstanding the provisions of Par. B above, a child care provider 
may care for the maximum number of children permitted in Par. A 
above in a dwelling other than the provider's own, as long as the 
dwelling is the primary residence of at least one of the children being 
cared for by the provider. Such child care provider shall comprise the 
one nonresident person allowed under Par. D above. 

F. All such uses shall be subject to the regulations of Chapter 30 of The 
Code or Title 63.2, Chapter 17 of the Code of Virginia. 

G. An increase in the number of children permitted under Par. A above or 
the involvement of more than one nonresident person as permitted 
under Par. D above may be permitted in accordance with the
